Natural Beauty

The islands are stunning in many and varied ways.  
From the dramatic cliffs of the northern tip of Lewis, 

to the other-worldly moonscape of Harris, to the 
beaches of south west, the natural beauty of the 

island is remarkable.

Here’s a few places you really should visit if 
you can.



Butt of Lewis



There are certainly sheep.

The Butt of Lewis is 
at the far northern 
tip of the island.  

It’s very 
dramatic, 
there’s an 
awful lot of sea 
birds and if 
you’re lucky 
there are seals. 



The Butt is also very exposed and windy.

We discovered this little beach just a few moments 
away which makes a lovely picnic spot.

Drive away 
from the Butt 
and you’ll see 
this down to 
your left.  Park 
on the 
concrete at the 
top of the hill 
and walk down 
for a paddle.



Tiumpan Head
Tiumpan Head is unusual.  

It looks back over the 
Minch to the mainland. ����
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Seilebost

Stunning white beach on 
the south west coast of 
Harris, overlooking 
Taransay.

Reach it by parking by the 
school and following the path 

over the sand dunes.



If you fancy a little light island-hopping, 
you could do worse than getting a ferry 

from Leverbrugh to Bernaray. 

Get off the 
ferry, bear 
left and keep 
walking for a 
while till you 
arrive at the 
Caribbean...



St Kilda
This fascinating and 
beautiful island was 
inhabited until the 
1930s and has the 
most amazing story. 

It’s a substantial (and quite expensive) ferry trip from 
Leverbrugh at the far south of Harris.



Road to South Harris
The road to South Harris is 
littered with small lochs – quite 
lovely in themselves.



Walking
